College Music Program Degree Program Status Study Project (due 2.11.16)

Choose a college/university music program that you either know well or would like to know more about, and, through web search, email queries, phone conversations and other forms of “snooping,” gather information on either bachelors or masters level degree programs.


Possible lines of inquiry include:

· Type(s) of degrees offered (BA, BM, BS, BFA, BMEd; MA, MM, MFA, MMEd, etc.), and how they are same/different

· Accreditation held, from what body, national associations—NASM, NCATE (National Council for the Accreditation of Teacher Education), Teacher Education Accreditation Council, Accreditation Committee; state boards—Professional Standards Commission of the State of Georgia (PSC), etc.
· Barriers/standards for getting in (entrance requirements such as music theory/history placement tests, auditions, interviews, personal musicianship/music skills assessments), moving up (admittance to music ed/college of ed, performance juries, academic qualifying exams, etc.) and getting out (recitals, public presentations, portfolios, comprehensive exams, other graduation requirements)

· Whether the degree(s) is/are tracked (vocal, instrumental, etc.) or untracked

· 4 year vs. 5 year, results in B or M?

· # of credits required

After collecting the appropriate data on your chosen school’s degree program, assemble the information in an easily understood format (poster presentation, PowerPoint slides, etc.) and present it to the class along with verbal commentary and explanation. 
Your presentation should last approximately 10-15 minutes, and should generate questions and discussion from the class. Please offer your own personal critique of the program’s design, comprehensiveness, and quality, including suggestions for changes.
